We have nearly 800 older people on our database of whom about 350 are active – attending a group/activity or accessing 121 advice/support. Our overall aims are to reduce social isolation, improve physical activity and metal wellbeing, and increase community involvement.

	Reason for grant application


	Funding will support our Circles of Support Service. This is a person-centred service for older people living with dementia; often referred to us by Alzheimer’s Society Memory Support staff, they also include service users we have known for several years, people referred by Social Prescribers and by family and friends. We have an active caseload of about 30 but this can fluctuate as people’s circumstances change. We start with an assessment of their situation, based on supporting them to continue to do the things they enjoy doing for as long as possible. We have a number of dementia specific activities they can join such as Active Minds (a 14 week programme that uses Cognitive Stimulation Therapy, ideal for those with mild to moderate dementia which is NICE approved), Silver Linings (a structured activity group), the MAECare Melody Makers (there is a lot of evidence to support the benefits of singing), and Sporting Memories, run jointly with the Sporting Memories Foundation and largely attended by men. We also have a Carer’s group, run by Carers Leeds – most of the attendees are carers for people living with dementia. All of these activities are supported by a service which includes signposting and referrals on to other appropriate agencies and supporting family carers where relevant. We will prioritise our limited transport resources for people living with dementia, using a small but trusteed pool of volunteer car drivers who can bring people to activities. In addition, as a Dementia Friendly organisation, most of our other activities are accessible to and attended by people living with dementia. We will also invoice the families of some service users where they can no longer manage their own finances, even for simple things like bringing the cash donation for an activity/transport arranged. 


	Who will benefit from it? 

	We have 270 service users who have identified Alwoodley as their neighbourhood. We have 51 service users on our Circles of Support project or with memory issues. Of these, 23 have been identified as living in the Alwoodley neighbourhood. 

	How will the money be spent?


	The money will support salary costs of staff. The direct salary costs plus NIC and pension costs of two part time members of staff working a total of 25.5 hours per week is roughly £21,000. With the ICB grant of £20,000, a grant of £1,000 from Alwoodley PC would cover the direct salary costs.

	We have a grant of £20,000 from West Yorkshire ICB for this year, reduced from nearly £30,000 pa contract in the previous few years. 
An application has also been made to Charles Hayward for the remaining costs which include office overheads and support staff – awaiting outcome. 

	How else do you raise income?


	Generally all activities require a donation from service users. This ranges from £2 a session for refreshments to over £20 for a trip/outing.
