Background

1TV Studios Ltd are currently preparing two planning applications for the continued use
of the Emmerdale Production Set and the associated Visitor Tour, on land to the south of
Weardley, Leeds. Lambert Smith Hampton are appointed as planning agent for both
planning applications.

Site Location
The application site is located south of Weardley, east of Eccup Lane and west of

Harewood House (located on Harewood Estate). A Site Location Plan is enclosed for
reference.

Site History

The original temporary production and film set gained planning consent in June 1987
(application reference 30/016596/FU) and was renewed (applicationreference
06/04908/FU) in December 2009, allowing production and filming operations to continue
on-site until 3rd June 2027.

Planning consent was granted in March 2016 for the ancillary visitor tours attraction
(reference 14/07446/FU), also temporary until 3 June 2027.

Proposed Developments

1TV Studios Ltd are seeking two permanent planning consents for the continuation of the
Emmerdale Production Set with a reduced site area, and continuation of the associated
visitor tours, and exploring options for visitors parking on-site.

‘The following proposed developments include

1. Emmerdale Production Set

‘The site area of the Emmerdale Production Set application is proposed to be reduced to
11.8ha (an almost 40% reduction from the 19.8ha currently consented red line planning
boundary).

‘The site will include the existing Emmerdale Production Set (access via Eccup Lane, the

single access track with passing places, Stub House and the Facilities Building, and
Emmerdale Village) and additionally the historic and contemporary buildings at Burden
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House Farmstead site, immediately north of the access from Eccup Lane, providing an
ongoing long:term use.

2. Associated Visitor Tours.
1TV Studios Ltd are currently exploring options for an alterative route to site including:

« Carpark on-site (Burden Head Farm or upgrade Production Car Park)
« Carparkatalternative locations and alternative coach routes.
o Tractor trailer rides from Harewood House

1TV Studios Ltd preference s for car park on-site, subject to ongoing feasibility studies to
‘confirm suitable technical requirements can be delivered. Amanagement plan would be
prepared in support of a future planning application to ensure inward and outgoing traffic
arrive and depart site at alternate dedicated times to facilitate efficient use of the existing
track and access road.

Once confirmed details of the proposal are finalised these will be shared with the Parish
Council, Ward Councillors and local community.
